At the medical school George Fahr is credited 

with inspiring Owen Wangensteen to undertake 
a career of investigation and teaching. Working 
with Einthoven, Fahr had described the method 
for calculating the electrical axis of the heart and 
was the first to report the value of the electrocar­
diogram in recognizing cardiac arrhythmias.
